Section II - Purpose of Organization

Electra is located 25 miles Northwest of Wichita Falls, Texas. Our community was
named after Electra Waggoner, the daughter of W.T. Waggoner. The purpose of the
Electra Heritage Society and Museums is to create and maintain “storefront museums”
in Electra, Texas to presetve out tich heritage in oil, ranching, farming, medical and
general history of our community. To advance the history of Electra through our young
people in Electra, we also sponsor the Youth Work Program where high school
students are paid minimum wage to wotk in painting buildings, cleaning streets,
sidewalks and museums, plus writing monthly history newsletters.

Section III — Descriptions of Project, Solution, Success and Uniqueness
a. Description of Innovative Project

When the Electra Heritage Society was created in 2003, we no longer had a city museum
due to the Electra Museum closing about 18 years earlier. The old museum had been
housed in a wing of the First Ward Elementary School building. The school had been
closed for many years and was used as storage for Electra Independent School District
with the newest wing used as administrative offices. The roof over the wing of the
Electra Museum was not repaired when the other portions of the building were reroofed.
The board of ditectots for the old history museum had either died or moved to other
communities. Families that had donated to the original Electra Museum retrieved much
of the artifacts that had been on display but many were lost to vandalism or falling
through the deteriated floor to the basement below the building.

In the early 1900’s, Electra was a thriving “oil boom town” with the discovery of Clayco
#1 by the Waggoner estate. This atea is known as the “pump jack capital of Texas”
since there are more oil wells in this atea than any other part of the state. In 2003, our
downtown area was mostly empty buildings that people had bought for personal storage.
Although our Main Street Program has done a great job of getting new sidewalks, lamp
posts, benches and circular trash containers, we have few businesses in the downtown
area. The Electra Heritage Society and Museums worked with downtown building
